ORDER OF BUSINESS 

The meeting of the Board of Zoning Appeals of the City of North Augusta of March 3, 2026 having been 
duly publicized was called to order by Chairperson Scaggs at 6:00 pm and also streamed online for public 
viewing at “City of North Augusta – Public Information” on www.Facebook.com and on the “City of North 
Augusta Public Information” on www.YouTube.com.  Per Section 30-4-80, (e) notice of the meeting by 
email was sent out to the current maintained “Agenda Mailout” list consisting of news media outlets and 
individuals or companies requesting notification.  Notice of the meeting was also posted on the outside 
doors of the Municipal Center, the main bulletin board of the Municipal Center located on the first floor, 
and the City of North Augusta website. 
 
Commissioners present were Chairperson Scaggs, Vice Chairperson Stallworth, Commissioners Smith, 
Burkhalter and Newman. 
 
Also, in attendance were Tommy Paradise, Director of Planning & Development, Phyllis Garvin, Planning 
Secretary; and Kevin Whaley, System Support Specialist. 
 
3. Approval of Minutes    

 
It was moved by Commissioner Newman, seconded by Commissioner Burkhalter, to Approve the Board 
of Zoning Appeals Meeting of February 3, 2026 with grammar correction changes. Unanimously Approved.  
 
4. Confirmation of Agenda  

 
No changes to the agenda. 
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5. ZE26-001 – A request by Carlos Babilonia-Rosas for a Special Exception for a Home Occupation 
to operate an Administrative Home Office for bookkeeping from Table 5.1 Use Matrix of the 
North Augusta Development Code. The request affects approximately 0.18 ac zoned R-7, Small 
Lot Single-Family Residential, located at 6012 Bakerville Lane 011-05-12-008. 

 
a. Public Hearing – The purpose of the hearing is to receive public comment on the application. 
b. Consideration – Consideration of Application ZE26-001 by the Board of Zoning Appeals. 

 
Planning & Development Director Paradise reviewed the staff report to the Commission. (See BZA RM 
Supplemental Materials, Attachment #5) 
 
Director Paradise explained this is a home occupation to do Bookkeeping for other people.  The home is 
zoned R-7 and located in Austin Heights Subdivision. Staff does recommend that only one person come 
to home at a time.   
 
Carlos Babilonia- Rosas applicant.  Mr. Babilonia-Rosas stated the business is to help small businesses with 
bookkeeping.  Also, only one person would be permitted at a time and no signage would be used. 
 
Chairperson Scaggs opened the Public Hearing for comments. 
 
No public comments. 
 
Discussion ensued relative to the 11 criteria requirements that must be met to approve the application. 
 

It was moved by Commissioner Newman, seconded by Commissioner Stallworth, to approve       
ZE26-001 – A request by Carlos Babilonia-Rosas for a Special Exception for a Home Occupation to 
operate an Administrative Home Office for bookkeeping from Table 5.1 Use Matrix of the North 
Augusta Development Code. The request affects approximately 0.18 ac zoned R-7, Small Lot Single-
Family Residential, located at 6012 Bakerville Lane 011-05-12-008 subject to the following 
conditions: 
 

1. No signage or external alterations to the structure. 
2. No more than one customer may be present at the residence at any one time.

6. ZE26-002 – A request by Susan Denlinger for a Special Exception for a Home Occupation to 
operate a Pottery Studio from an accessory building on the from Table 5.1 Use Matrix of the North 
Augusta Development Code. The request affects approximately 0.34 ac zoned R-10, Medium Lot 
Single-Family Residential, located at 1004 West Ave, 007-06-10-024. 

 
a. Public Hearing – The purpose of the hearing is to receive public comment on the 

application. 
b. Consideration – Consideration of Application ZV26-002 by the Board of Zoning 

Appeals. 
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Planning & Development Director Paradise reviewed the staff report to the Commission. (See BZA RM 
Supplemental Materials, Attachment #6) 

 
Director Paradise stated this is a home occupation for Hand and Heart Pottery.  The pottery will be 
done in a building behind the house.  The building is greater than 500 sq. ft. but the code says you 
can only use 500 sq. ft.  The staff does have some conditions they recommend if approved.   
 
Susan Denlinger applicant. Ms. Denlinger gave background information on the building that she uses 
for making pottery. Ms.Denlinger stated she only sells pottery at craft shows and no one will be 
coming to her home to buy any.  
 

       Chairperson Scaggs opened the Public Hearing for comments. 
 
        Rose Helmick, resident. Ms. Helmick was concerned if house sold and another business coming in. 
        Sue Moore, resident.  Ms. Moore was concerned of the impact for the residential neighborhood and  
        parking. 

 Jerry Murrell, resident. Mr. Murrell stated that she had been doing this along time and she only  
 needed a business license. 
Brian Wendzik, resident. Mr. Wendzik was concerned about parking.    
 
Hearing no further questions, Chairperson Scaggs closed the public hearing. 
 

       Discussion ensued relative to the 11 criteria requirements that must be met to approve the 
       Application. 

 
 
It was moved by Commissioner Newman, seconded by Commissioner Stallworth, to approve      
ZE26-002 – A request by Susan Denlinger for a Special Exception for a Home Occupation to operate 
a Pottery Studio from an accessory building on the from Table 5.1 Use Matrix of the North Augusta 
Development Code. The request affects approximately 0.34 ac zoned R-10, Medium Lot Single-
Family Residential, located at 1004 West Ave, 007-06-10-024 subject to the following conditions: 
 

1. All studio activities, including instruction, shall occur entirely within the existing studio 
structure. No outdoor work areas shall be permitted. 

2. Classes are limited to 2 students per day. 
3. Business-related traffic shall not exceed ten (10) trips per day, consistent with the 

information provided in the application. 
4. No exterior signage shall be permitted unless approved in accordance with the City’s sign 

regulations and permitting requirements. 
5. May not use not more than 500 sq. ft. of our building. 
6. No outdoor signage. 
 

Approved Unanimously    
 

7. ZV26-001 – An appeal by Ezzi Signs for a variance from Article 9, Signs, Table 9.3 to exceed 
the 300 square foot max area for all signs by adding an additional 317.5 square feet of 
illuminated and non-illuminated signage to the Edgewood Plaza. The request affects 
approximately 19.89 ac zoned GC, General Commercial, located at 179 Edgewood Dr., TPN 
006-12-05-001. 
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a. Public Hearing – The purpose of the hearing is to receive public comment on the 
application. 

b. Consideration – Consideration of Application ZV26-001 by the Board of Zoning        
Appeals. 

 

Director Paradise stated that the signage for the lot in shopping center is 300 sq. ft max which is 
what’s allowed in the Development Code.  The applicant is requesting to get 317.5 sq. ft. for store 
sign.  The sign is going in an existing store front being shared with other retailers.   

Hussin Contractor, applicant. Mr. Contractor stated this is the design and size that Burlington uses 
for their store sign’s. 

      Chairperson Scaggs opened the Public Hearing for comments. 
 
      No public comments. 

 

       Discussion ensued relative to the 10 criteria requirements that must be met to approve the 
       Application. 

 

It was moved by Commissioner Newman, seconded by Commissioner Burkhalter, to approve     
ZV26-001 – An appeal by Ezzi Signs for a variance from Article 9, Signs, Table 9.3 to exceed the 300 
square foot max area for all signs by adding an additional 317.5 square feet of illuminated and non-
illuminated signage to the Edgewood Plaza. The request affects approximately 19.89 ac zoned GC, 
General Commercial, located at 179 Edgewood Dr., TPN 006-12-05-001 subject to the following 
conditions: 

1. The approved sign shall be constructed as conceptually shown in exhibit. 
2. Any additional signage shall comply with all applicable provisions of Article 9 of the 

North Augusta Development Code.

8. ZE26-003 – A request by Kevin Whitlatch for a Special Exception for a Home Occupation to 
operate a Pest Control Company from Table 5.1 Use Matrix of the North Augusta 
Development Code. The request affects approximately 0.51 ac zoned PD, Planned 
Development, located at 3 Creekview Ct, 002-16-04-026. 
 

a. Public Hearing – The purpose of the hearing is to receive public comment on the 
application. 

b. Consideration – Consideration of Application ZE26-003 by the Board of Zoning 
Appeals. 
 

Director Paradise stated this home occupation is located in the Rapids Subdivision. The applicant 
wants to have a Pest Control Business.  The staff have recommended several conditions if 
approved.  
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Kevin Whitlock, applicant.  Mr. Whitlock will be the owner and has 10 years of experience.  Mr. 
Whitlock will be the only employee. Mr. Whitlock stated he will store pesticides in his garage where 
they will be locked up and will not have any deliveries of chemicals sent to his resident.   

 

        Chairperson Scaggs opened the Public Hearing for comments. 
 

Michelle Wilson, resident. Ms. Wilson stated she was concerned about pesticides in residential 
neighborhoods. 

   Chris Bergen, resident. Mr. Bergen spoke for him having his business. 

 
It was moved by Commissioner Newman, seconded by Commissioner Stallworth, to approve    
ZE26-003 – A request by Kevin Whitlatch for a Special Exception for a Home Occupation to operate 
a Pest Control Company from Table 5.1 Use Matrix of the North Augusta Development Code. The 
request affects approximately 0.51 ac zoned PD, Planned Development, located at 3 Creekview 
Ct, 002-16-04-026 subject to the following conditions: 

 
1. No mixing or formulation of pesticides shall occur at the residence or accessory 

structure. All application activities shall occur off-site. 
2. All pesticide products shall be stored in sealed, manufacturer-approved containers 

in accordance with applicable state and federal regulations. Storage shall occur 
within a locked, ventilated, and fire-safe area located inside the garage or permitted 
accessory structure. 

3. Stored materials shall be limited to quantities reasonably necessary for day-to-day 
operations and shall not exceed normal residential storage capacity. 

4. Only one (1) standard work vehicle (pickup or van) associated with the business 
shall be permitted at the residence. The vehicle shall be parked within the enclosed 
garage when not in use. 

5. No routine commercial deliveries of pesticides or supplies shall occur at the 
residence. 

6. The approval shall be limited to a pest management home occupation as described 
in the application. Any expansion or change in use shall require additional review 
and approval by the city. 

7. No signage

9. ZV26-002 –– An appeal by Martintown, LLC for a variance to reduce the minimum lot frontage 
from the General Commercial zoning district from Article 4, Section 4.12.7 General 
Commercial of the North Augusta Development Code. The request affects approximately 2.46 
ac zoned GC, General Commercial, located on E Martintown Rd, TPN 007-12-06-032. 
 

c. Public Hearing – The purpose of the hearing is to receive public comment on the application. 
d. Consideration – Consideration of Application ZV26-002 by the Board of Zoning Appeals. 
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Director Paradise stated this is 3 parcels that was created for commercial spaces.  The applicant is 
building a Local Laundry and wants to subdivide it into 2 parcels.  The applicant needs to subdivide due 
to financing with the bank. Director Paradise stated the problem is that its an easement and not road 
frontage and that was not realized until the parcels needed to be subdivided.   

 

Christian Wall, applicant.  Mr. Wall spoke and gave the background information on how this happened 
when property was purchased.  

 

        Chairperson Scaggs opened the Public Hearing for comments. 
 
         No public comments. 
 

It was moved by Commissioner Newman, seconded by Commissioner Stallworth, to approve   
ZV26-002 –– An appeal by Martintown, LLC for a variance to reduce the minimum lot frontage from 
the General Commercial zoning district from Article 4, Section 4.12.7 General Commercial of the 
North Augusta Development Code. The request affects approximately 2.46 ac zoned GC, General 
Commercial, located on E Martintown Rd, TPN 007-12-06-032 subject to the following conditions: 

 
1. A recorded ingress/egress easement with maintenance agreements provided to the 

City prior to the City approving the subdivision plat.

10. ZV26-003 – An appeal by Greg Dennis for a variance for the maximum height from Article 6 

Building and Lot Design, Section 6.3.4.1 to a fence to exceed the 4ft height maximum in a front 
yard setback. The request affects approximately 0.52 ac zoned R-10, Medium Lot Single Family 
Residential, located at 608 Old Edgefield Rd, TPN 007- 12-10-022. 
 

a. Public Hearing – The purpose of the hearing is to receive public comment on the 
application. 

b. Consideration – Consideration of Application ZV26-003 by the Board of Zoning 
Appeals. 

Director Paradise stated the applicant is requesting a front fence height over 4 ft. The development 
code states that a front fence can be no higher than 4 ft.  Director Paradise stated that the reason 
the applicant is requesting a higher fence is because of homeless people walking through his yard.  
The applicant is located next to a convenience store and a flag lot.  The applicant has redone the 
home and made improvements to his lot.  

 

Greg Dennis, applicant.  Mr. Dennis stated he needs the fence higher due to homeless people, trash 
and his family’s safety.   

              Chairperson Scaggs opened the Public Hearing for comments. 
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              Lila Hooks, resident. Ms. Hooks was concerned about the safety and the trash. 
 

 
 

It was moved by Commissioner Newman, seconded by Commissioner Stallworth, to approve 
ZV26-003 – An appeal by Greg Dennis for a variance for the maximum height from Article 6 
Building and Lot Design, Section 6.3.4.1 to a fence to exceed the 4ft height maximum in a front 
yard setback. The request affects approximately 0.52 ac zoned R-10, Medium Lot Single Family 
Residential, located at 608 Old Edgefield Rd, TPN 007- 12-10-022 subject to the following 
conditions: 
 

1. The fence may remain as currently constructed. 
2. The applicant may build a 6-foot fence in front of the house along the southern 

property line. 
3. The fence may be repaired, maintained, and replaced with similar design and building 

materials if damaged or destroyed in the future.
